 APRALO also participates in selecting a representative for Seat #15 

of the ICANN Board

 Enhancing engagement through member ALSes and individual members 

(including through social media, newsletter, General Assembly etc)
 Capacity Building (including SIGstech dissemination, eg IDNs)
 Contributing to regional community initiatives with our partners and ICANN
 Leadership Development and Mentoring Program
