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Internationalized Domain Names
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The IDN Program

Internationalized Domain Names (IDNs) enable people around the
world to use domain names in local languages and scripts. IDNs are
formed using characters from different scripts, such as Arabic,
Chinese, Cyrillic or Devanagari. These are encoded by the Unicode
standard and used as allowed by relevant IDN protocols.

Until late 2009, Top-Level Domains were restricted to only the Latin
letters a to z without accents or symbols. After 2009, IDN TLDs were
introduced in other scripts including Arabic, Chinese and Cyrillic
scripts.

ICANN has instituted the IDN Program to assist in the development
and promotion of a multilingual Internet using IDNs. The program is
primarily focused on the planning and implementation of IDN top-
level domains (TLDs), including IDN country code TLDs and generic
TLDs. The IDN Program also supports projects geared towards
effective use of IDNs at the second-level of the Domain

Name System, as guided by the community.
